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Public Trust is a Fee Protection service used to protect the money paid by you
to your education provider. If your educational providers are unable to
complete delivery of the course due to closure, insolvency, or other issues,
you can receive a full or partial refund of your fees through the public trust.

How the Fee protection works for international students:

You will need to pay your course fees before arriving in New Zealand/ before
starting the course, and you will have to sign the public trust
acknowledgement form once you arrive. Payments should be deposited to the
Public Trust account number, which is mentioned in the invoice.

The Process:

The provider establishes your student fee trust account with Public Trust
as part of their enrolment process.

Once you deposit your fees into the Public Trust bank account, using
details given to you by LSNZ, Public Trust establishes a Student Fee Trust
Account in your name.

LSNZ will email you an acknowledgement form as part of your enrollment.
This form defines the conditions of the trust account.

Sign the acknowledgement form and return it to LSNZ. LSNZ will then
forward it to Public Trust.

After you start the course, Public Trust makes payments to LSNZ over the
duration of your course, which is in line with NZQA’s Student Fee
Protection Rules and the Education and Training Act.

Have access to fair and equitable procedures to resolve grievances

CLASS ATTENDANCE
